What else do I need to know before entering?

The pattern will be determined the day of the contest by the judges.  Considerable time will be given to contestants on what the pattern will be.

· Old West Trail Rodeo Queen Committee members will be available for questions the day of contest concerning rules and pattern.  

· Past patterns have been simple.  Such as work on the rail: walk, trot, lope. (Treated the same as 4-H horsemanship.)  At judge’s discretion a simple walk to cone A trot to cone B lope a circle then to cone C. At cone C stop and back horse at least two steps, settle horse then walk to judges.

· Depending on amount of contestants may vary by age bracket to be simpler or more complex to keep it fair, and may change at any time at judge’s discretion.

Appearance: cleanliness and regular up keep is the key.


Questions will be simple and to help the contestants show their personality.  Also what they know about themselves and their horse to help build self-confidence and character.


Parents this is to be fun and kept simple, please only let your kids enter if they want to.  Please do not force them to try out.
